Abstract:

Tourism in the world has become one of the most effective economic activities in achieving economic
growth through its interconnected and integrated activities with other economic sectors such as
industry and agriculture, and trade, as the Kurdistan Region of Iraq, enjoys a diverse tourism resource,
which is an attractive factor for tourism demand and tourism investment and an important source for
achieving economic growth, but due to the political, economic and health conditions, it not reach the
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required level of economic growth. From this point of view, there is talk about tourism demand and
tourism investment and their impact on economic growth. This article aims to study and analyze the
impact of tourism demand and tourism investment in promoting economic growth. To achieve this
objective, the econometrics method was adopted using a set of models (ROBUST, FMOLS, NLS and
ARMA) and based on the available data for the period (Y+Y+ - Y- +V). Finally, the article reached several
conclusions, including that tourism demand and tourism investment lead to economic growth. Also,
the global financial crisis in Y- +A, the internal financial crisis in the region in Y-V¢, and the spread
of the Corna virus in Y14 are among the main problems and obstacles facing the growth of tourism
demand and tourism investment, and thus economic growth. Finally, it is a recommendation for the
government and the concerned authorities to pay great attention to the tourism sector by allocating

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The Impact of Eternal Debt and Development on Economic Growth in Iraq
for (Y+VA-Y+++):An Analytical Econometric Study

Abstract

Iraq is one of the most global economies suffering from international financial burdens, most notably
the accumulation of external debt for more than two decades; As a result of concluding international
debt contracts with a group of countries who took it upon themselves to support Iraq during the war
and throughout the sanctions imposed on the country. The World Bank, the International Monetary
Fund and the Bank for International Settlements estimated the external debt owed by Iraq (VY+) billion
dollars in (Y- - ¢), This external debt constitutes significant burden on Iraq’s general budget. but after the
Emergency Post-Conflict Assistance agreement with the International Monetary Fund, Iraq’s external
debt was reduced from (VY-) billion dollars in Y++¢ to (VY) billion dollars in Y+VA. As a result, the
purpose of this study is to demonstrate the impact of foreign debt and official development assistance
on economic growth in Iraq. To accomplish this, the study used a (Econometric - analytical) approach,
collecting secondary data from various sources for the period (Y+VA-Y-++). Finally, the study reached
a number of conclusions; That, despite Iraq’s economic growth, the impact of external debt on GDP
during the period (Y+YA-Y- - +) was negative. Inflation has also had a negative influence on GDP. While
the impact of official development assistance was positive on economic growth during the study period.
Accordingly, it is necessary to work on returning the state’s foreign debt on the one hand and increasing
development aid on the other hand, in order to reduce the proportion of external debt from the gross

domestic product and increase international development investments to Iraq

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Abstract:

This paper sheds light on economic contradictions, or structural imbalances, of the Middle East
and North Africa (MENA), with special references to Iraq and the Kurdistan Region of Iraq (KR-
I), which occurred across the last 50 years. These contradictions, or imbalances, have resulted
in a weak economy and political instability, and gradually generated a high level of poverty. The
study emphasizes the correlation between state-led growth, structural imbalances, resource curse,
and socio-economic outcomes such as poor economic performance, low levels of private-sector
development, and increasing poverty rate. It also analyzes the constraints of reforms by social actors.
The paper relies on secondary data collected by NGOs, government organizations, researchers, etc.
It concludes that poverty is first and for most a consequence of the economic contradictions, or
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high growth rate of population, and a large public sector versus a weak private sector.
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Introduction

Until the 1980s, most Middle Eastern states advocated some form of socialism. Sudan, the Yemen Arab
Republic (YAR), Syria, Iraq, Libya, and Algeria were among this group. The Kurdistan Region has
been under the influence of the same economic model, socialism or central planning, reflected on the
Region’s economic performance in the last three decades. Others (e.g., Morocco and Turkey) followed
the same model though with a different label. The economic model that existed was, and still is, mainly
no more than a large public sector and welfare program alongside industrialization. It was claimed that
the model is an effective cure for the diseases left by colonialists; thus, the state brings prosperity to
society by interfering with the economy. But despite some progress, decades of state efforts failed and
generated economic contradictions, a combination of economic conditions and ideas, or features of an
economic situation that are in conflict with another and produce unfavorable social outcomes. One of
these economic and social outcomes is poverty.

Poverty has long been an evolving challenge in the world. Accordingly, over the contemporary decade,
dissimilar approaches and programs such as the Millennium Development Goals have been employed
to explore the roots of poverty, reducing it, and improve the quality of people’s lives.

According to Sachs, poverty can be divided into three degrees. Extreme Poverty “or Absolute poverty”
is the first degree in which the households cannot meet basic needs (e.g., access to healthcare and
education, or safe drinking water and hygiene, and lack of shelters) for survival. For this, a line has been
drawn, which is $2. Extremely poor are those people who are under the poverty line. The second degree
is moderate poverty, which is above $2. It normally refers to situations of life in which basic needs are
met, but just scarcely. Finally, relative poverty is usually interpreted as a household income level below
a given proportion of average national income (Jeffrey D. Sachs, 2005, p.20).

Since 2010, the term Multi-dimensional Poverty has appeared and it includes deprivation from health,
education, water, electricity, and the standard of living. In 2019, nearly 7 billion people of the world’s
population were multi-dimensionally poor. Afterwards, a measurement was established for this between
01- in which close to 1 is a good indicator. Using this measurement, Iraq has gotten 0.03 which means
that it is in severe circumstances, meaning that multi-dimensional poverty is high (o] suls y_as
7-4 . p.00 2020 yo—usd «s9l0d)). The last poverty line is the subjectivity poverty line, which is how
the poor see himself/herself and where s/he placed himself/herself on the poverty rank because s/he
understands that his/her situation is severe (Nicolas Duvoux and Adrien Papuchon, 2019, p.4). Other
concepts and measurements used in this paper are poverty gap (depth of poverty in percentages to

poverty line) and Vulnerability to monetary poverty (Near poverty rate), that is the poverty line times
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1.5 (Assessment of COVID-19 Impact on Poverty and Vulnerability in Iraq, 2020, p.2).

In the last few decades, though fewer people are living in extreme poverty around the world in
comparison to the previous decades, the decline in poverty rates has slowed, raising concerns about
accomplishing the goal of ending poverty by 2030 (World Bank, 2018). Nevertheless, in contrast to its
attempts and estimations, the World Bank approximates that 40 to 60 million people would fell into
extreme poverty in 2020 as a result of COVID-19. Among extremely poor people, the biggest rate lives

in low-income countries.

Problem statement

Within the last 50 years or so, oil abundant and gas reserves have shaped political and economic
development paths in much of the Middle East and North Africa (MENA) region. This combined
with the claim that the state can fill the vacuum of power left by colonialists, and bring prosperity to
society if it interferes with the economy. However, though progress can be observed, the state has failed
to accomplish the announced goals, especially in Iraq and the Kurdistan Region. The failure of state-
led growth combined with structural imbalances have brought several unfavorable social outcomes,
including increasing poverty rates, and there is a risk of increasing the rate further for several reasons,
a point to be returned to in this paper.

The Research Questions

Based on the problem statement above, the central questions are:

What are the economic contradictions, or structural imbalances in the Middle East and North Africa
(MENA) in general, and in Iraq and the Kurdistan Region in particular?

How the state-led growth failed and generated new structural imbalances?

How is poverty affected by those imbalances and the state-led growth failure?

Objectives of the Study

The aim of this paper is not to determine the rate of poverty. Instead, the goals are:

To identify socio-economic causes and consequences of structural transformation and state-led growth
on poverty, in Iraq since the 1970s and in the Kurdistan Region since 2005 as data does not allow to
dig deeper.

To explore constraints of reforms and provide the economic policies that can contribute to tackle
economic imbalances and reduce poverty rate consequently.

Finally, as a hypothesis, the paper states that demographic factors (e.g., fertility rates) are highly affecting
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poverty rates. Also, human capital formations, including the illiteracy rate, influences poverty rates.
However, both demographic factors and human capital accumulation are products of the economic
contradictions, structural imbalances, within Iraq and the Kurdistan Region.

Significance of the study

Reviewing and exploring causes and consequents of structural transformation and adjustments in the
MENA in general during the last 50 years.

Understanding and analyzing the predicaments inherited from the economic and political models of
Iraqi state in the last five decades or so into the Kurdistan Region along with focusing on determinants

of poverty and fighting against them.

The Study Framework

The below figure illustrates the link between structural imbalances, state-led growth, and poverty in the
MENA countries further. Our model is one of reciprocal causation. It has originally taken from Melani
Camett et. al,, (2015), with some amendments, developments, and adjustments to be fit with the idea
of this paper. The model (the figure below) tells the story in a slightly different way, and as follows.
In post-colonialism era, the MEAN, of course including Iraq, confronted structural imbalances (e.g.,
urbanization with weak agriculture and industry sectors). States have interfered with the economy to
fill the economic and political vacuum left by superpowers, took the responsibility of enhancing the
economy and bringing prosperity. In the beginning, some progress could observe. However, especially
in the oil-exporting countries, the state failed not only in pushing the economy up and improving
economic performance, but it also fell into crisis once new structural imbalances, largely due to resource
curse, occurred. The social outcome was unemployment, underemployment, inequality, and poverty,
which generated social unrest and made further problems to the economy.

Iraq and the Kurdistan Region case shows an extremely variable growth rate during the last 0o years or
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Iraq and the Kurdistan Region case shows an extremely variable growth rate during the last 50 years
or so. This variability is partly a result of the dependence of the country on oil revenues. The first
boom was in the 1970s, then collapsed by the 1980s and parts of the 1990s, which forced shrinking
government expenditure, caused the large public debt, and resulted in lower growth. From the fall
of Baath’s regime in the early 2000s to until 2011, the second oil boom started resulted in resuming
growth. It has slowed down since. And poverty rates have increased again. Hence, the paper supports
the arguments by showing data and several indicators from various sources.

The rest of the paper is organized as follows. Section 2 explores the literature. Section 3 focuses on
economic contradictions in the Middle East. Section 4 is devoted to discussing the impact of the
centralization planning model and oil rents and their links to economic contradictions in Iraq. Section
5 discusses similarities and differences in economic performance between the Kurdistan Region and
Iraq. Section 6 is an analysis of reforms and their constraints. The last section is a conclusion.
Theoretical Background and Literature Review

The discussion about roots of poverty can be as old as the age of economics itself, which dated back to
‘The Wealth of Nations, written by Adam Smith in 1776.

Adam Smith focuses on the division of labor, or what can also be named “specialization,” as a major
source of growth or crisis. He supports the market economy, not the state intervention, as a mechanism
to grow and get rid of poverty. Following him, Thomas Malthus argues that the poor are responsible for
their misery. Once income increases, birth rates increase; thus, causing the poor to fall into the poverty
trap. Unlike Malthus, Ricardo believed industrialists to be at the dynamic center of the workings of the
capitalist economy. But what landowners gain in income with population growth, industrialists lost.
The result is poverty. However, Marx argues that poverty and unemployment will be indispensable
from capitalism as long as the system consists of two classes, the workers and the capitalists, and as
far as the former class works for the latter class. Thus, it is capitalists, not the working class, who are
responsible for the poorness of people (James M. Cypher and James L. Dietz, 2004, pp.113126-).

In the modern era, the Vicious Circle Theory, developed by Ragnar Nurkse, origins from the fact that
the developing countries suffer from the lack of income and market imperfection which had led them
to lower production capabilities, poor economics, and delaying their entire progression programs.
Later, economists have developed the human capital theory to explain the social outcome. From the
vantage point of growth, rapid population growth is both the cause and consequence of poverty and
underdevelopment (Julia C. Devlin, 2010, pp.2627-). However, the decline or rise of fertility largely
depends on factors deriving from economic policies and human capital accumulation.
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The Human Capital theory, originally developed by Jacob Mincer and Gary Becker, implies that
increased education leads to increased earnings through the acquisition of new skills and knowledge
which will lead to employment, and employment, in turn, leads to higher productivity which leads to
higher earnings. For example, the lengthening of time women spends in education boost the decline
in total fertility rates. A shift from work (e.g., land cultivation in the rural areas) to education tends
to keep their productivity down during childhood. Hence, the chances of a successive baby boom
are limited (Alessandro Romagnoli and Luisa Mengoni, 2014, pp.7677-). Consequently, poverty rates
decrease.

Moreover, according to the entire theory, “pervasive rent-seeking occurs where the state is weak,
decaying, venal, and lacking rule of law, primarily among low- and middle-income economies”,
causing economic performance to eradicate (E.Wayne Nafziger, 2006, p.115). Still others, such as
institutionalists, focus on legal, political, and economic institutions. Through this, they support good
governance, property rights, patent, R&D, etc, to achieve development goals, including lower poverty
rates (E.Wayne Nafziger, 2006, pp.131133-, and pp.334336-). Hence, how resources allocate depends on
the institutional developments within that particular country.

As to the carrying out of the economic development process in particular, on one hand, the classic
theories of economic growth highlighted the constituents necessary to promote the structural change
and the improvement of economic conditions, including capital accumulation, labour force growth,
and technological advancement. On the other hand, market and government failures have been seen
as the main threats that cause economic failures (Alessandro Romagnoli and Luisa Mengoni, 2014,
p-34). Within these theoretical debates, demographic pressures in every developing country have
encouraged economists and decision-makers to claim more productive growth; which needs longer-
term investment through private-sector expansion (Pete W. Moore, 2004, p.2).

These theories do help us in understanding the roots of growth and crisis, economic stability versus
instability, and prosperity versus poverty. They are also helpful in designing policies to fight poverty in
the case under study, Iraq and the Kurdistan Region.

An earlier study conducted in Kenya by the African Medical and Research Foundation - AMREF
(1998) revealed that the primary district causes of poverty in Kenya were personal, demographic,
political, historical and environmental factors. This concurs with similar assertions revealing that
poverty can be categorised as rural poverty and urban poverty (Navaneetham et. al., 2008). Ijaiya (2000,
413) supports this view, established that the problem of urbanization is also a major underlying factor
responsible for causing poverty. This is caused by a lack of maintenance and investment of poor public
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facilities, leading to the inner urban decay of urban cities. Additionally, countries may lack sufficient
maintenance skills and financial resources needed to maintain public facilities, at least in the very early
of the urbanization process when people move from the countryside into the cities. Suggestions were
provided that lowering tax rates and increasing government expenditure on infrastructure development
is vital for dealing with the problem of inner-urban decay responsible for causing poverty.

Adding to the above findings, Ukwu (2002, cited by Oladele Joseph Kehinde, 2010, p.3) explores the
causes of poverty in sub-Saharan Africa, listed the following factors:

Inadequate support of poverty alleviation programs by responsible stakeholders.

Limited access to markets by poor people.

Reduced productivity and environmental degradation.

Low human capital endowment levels.

Lack of rural development and support of poor regions.

Lack of capital and assets.

Inadequate access to employment opportunities.

Nevertheless, none of these studies deeply focused on the structural imbalances that have faced the
MENA, and in Iraq and the Kurdistan Region within it. Its impacts on poverty have largely been
neglected, too. It is here that this paper tries to contribute.

Structural Imbalances and State-led growth in the MENA

The argument in this section begins with the rise of the state apparatus, followed by its rollback and
the decline of public services. To fill the vacuum, there were attempts to provide more space to market
economy mechanism than the state as an engine for growth.

Following World War II, the Middle East was suffering from having a huge number of uneducated and
poor people. One reason for this was the dominance of agriculture over the economic system and the
social relations while physical capital was rare. Poverty in both forms of human capital (knowledge,
skills, etc), as well as physical capital (money, income, etc), has given a pretext to the political leaders
to plan for centralization.

There was an attempt for imposing a state-led growth model. Culture and religion were not the reasons
for the large public sector. Instead, following post-colonialism, the state was looked at as the entity
responsible for fixing the economic damages. Other goals included the escape from backwardness
and the establishment of a strong state along with a welfare society. To fulfil these goals, all human
and physical resources were to be used. In this way, the government has made it its responsibility
to interfere in the economy. The responsibility for the advancement of the society needed a strong
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military, which was taken a large portion of the government’s expenditure. In this process, resources
were diverted into corruption and patronage (Cammett et. al, 2015, 233). In contrast, the private
sector was largely ignored and seen as a method for an illegitimate accumulation of profit and wealth.
Whenever the private sector gained profit, it was argued, it would export it instead of reinvesting in
domestic markets. Increasing inequality gave the bureaucrats a further pretext for ignoring the private
sector and intervention into the economy. It was the state’s responsibility, the bureaucrats claimed,
to distribute assets for the benefit of the poor. However, the big size of the public sector, in terms of
revenue and expenditure from total GDP, with “lack of full adjustment in labor markets contributes to
high rates of youth unemployment” (Julia C. Devlin, 2010, p.4).

Turkey is on the list of countries that passed through this process. Mustafa Kemal Ataturk established
the Republic of Turkey in 1923 and started a large campaign against European colonialists such as Italy,
France, and Greece. Ataturk established a republican, secular, and nationalistic system. The manifesto
of Ataturk, announced in April 1931, states that the state has the legitimacy to interfere in the economy.
During those years, announcing Five-Year-Plan was the norm. In 1934, he announced a five-year
plan. Within this, the Turkish state ran most of the projects. For example, the government had nearly
184,000 employees in 1945, accounting for 35 per cent of the government expenditure. This resulted
in a budget deficit. In the 1960s and 1970s, this model of state-led growth continued. The number of
employees in state projects increased from 362,000 in 1970 to 646,000 in 1980, which accounted for
16 per cent of the non-agricultural employment. The government expenditure between the 1960s and
1980s increased from 18 per cent of the GDP to 35 per cent of the GDP. The same model of state-led
growth was implemented by Iranian rulers. In 1979, Iran transformed into an Islamic regime but this
changed nothing in terms of government monopoly over the economy (Cammett et. al, 2015, 237).
There were similarities in this centralized model between Iraq and Iran. However, Iraq did it in the
name of socialism and pan-Arab nationalism, which will be discussed later.

Table (1) shows oil revenues and their share in the public budget as well as GDP. Among these countries,
the United Arab Emirates (UAE) was able to take advantage of oil revenues thereby diversified exports.
The share of oil revenue in pubic revenues was also decreased. This demonstrates that the presence of
oil and other natural resources can be a blessing, not a curse depending on its allocation and having
good institutions. Eventually, “just as the goals of efficiency, growth and national independence were

only partially achieved, the ideal of increasing equity also proved elusive” (Cammett et. al., 2015, p.260).

Three groups can be distinguished within this region, as Cammett et. al. state. The first is Resource-
Rich- Labor Poor (e.g., GCC countries). The average long-term growth (19602010-) was 2.08 per cent,
with Oman achieved the highest (5.86 per cent) and Kuwait having the lowest rate (- 0.6 per cent). The
second is Resource-Rich- Labor Abundant (e.g., Algeria, Iran, and Iraq). The average long-term growth
(19602010-) was 1.30 per cent; Iran is the first (2.76 per cent) and Iraq is the last one (- 1.08 per cent).
The third group is Resource Poor-Labor Abundant (e.g., Tunisia, Turkey, Israel, and Jordan). The long-
term growth was not less than 2 per cent for each country, though Jordan was ahead of the rest with 3.7
per cent on average for the same period (19602010-). It can be said that the third group is better than
the second one as lack of natural resources has forced them to move toward the productive sectors. At
the same time, the presence of natural resources in the second group has not reached a level sufficient
for the population but led to the establishment of dictatorial political regimes.

One reason that prevented income from increasing in accordance with the structural transformation
in these countries was the population growth (See Figure 2). Population growth has been among the
highest in the world and labor force growth has increased at an even faster pace. This is due to high
birth and fertility rates and rapidly declining death rates. A young population structure has implications
for saving rates and labor force growth rates because even if fertility rates are declining, there is a large

cohort of the population in child-rearing age (Julia C. Devlin, 2010, p.13 and p23). The figure below

The relationship between demography and economic development, emphasized by the analysis of
population age structure, put the new challenges into focus: the creation of jobs, which is the priority of
the MENA governments” agenda to reduce current unemployment rates and reabsorb new entrants in
the labour market. For several reasons, family and kinship networks also play an important economic
and social role. In Jordan for example, approximately 40 per cent of the elderly were living with their
children (Julia C. Devlin, 2010, p.4). In challenging these difficulties, investing in human capital is a
priority for the Middle East countries if a sustainable development path based on a new social contract
is considered (Alessandro Romagnoli and Luisa Mengoni, 2014, p74).

Another contradiction is the weaknesses of the gross domestic saving compared to the total domestic
production. The deficit between savings and investment was filled with external borrowing and a large
number of these countries became indebted in large amounts. Iraq’s debts in 2010 reached 57 per cent

of the GDP. In Lebanon, it reached 167 per cent of the GDP; In Jordan, 63.3 per cent and in Turkey
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41 per cent of GDP. The volatility of primary commodity prices “contributed to the chronic balance
of payment deficits and a high degree of volatility for many developing regions, including at times,
the MENA countries” (Julia C. Devlin, 2010, p.29). Especially in the Resource Rich-Labor Abundant
countries, when oil revenues decline, the poor suffered the most harm from these economic instabilities
and shrinking government spending.

The final structural imbalance is the lack of diversified exports. This is particularly due to the
weaknesses of agriculture and industry, especially in oil-rich countries. The highest share of the labour
force is absorbed by agriculture, the informal sector, and petty services relative to manufacturing and
industry (Julia C. Devlin, 2010, p.18). In addition, in oil-exporting countries, when oil prices rise,
the appreciation of domestic currency results in high import volumes at the expense of exports, a
phenomenon is known as the Dutch Disease. Eventually, the aggregate demand shifts downward and
the economy might confront recession. Finally, this weakens the state’s capacity to counter poverty and
unemployment.

It is worth noting that in these societies, clientization replaces justice, individualism, and families
depending on their connections to authority in order to get jobs or shares in government social security
support. Those who are close to authorities and who might support them are having a better standard
of living than those who are away from them. Business elites were coopted through state patronage
(Pete W. Moore, 2004).

Not surprisingly, if $2 is counted per day for the poverty line which is a better measurement than $1
per day, nearly 22 per cent of the population of the Middle East are under the poverty line. In this
respect, the Middle East is far from some other regions of the world. Latin America was at this level 10
years ago, left Europe and the US alone. If the poverty line is set at $3, the rate of poverty raises to 46
per cent of the population in the Middle East. Until 2010, nearly 80 per cent of men and 60 per cent of
adult women were literate; out of every 1000 persons, 229 use a mobile phone, about 50 had a personal

computer and 89 had access to the internet (Julia C. Devlin, 2010, p.p1317-).

Central Planning Model, Oil Rents, and Economic Contradictions in Iraq

In 1953, Iraq fell under the influence of the Baath party, whose goal was Pan-Arab nationalism,
meaning the unification of the Arab world, and it embraced socialism. Initially, Iraq supported
the private sector through the provision of economic and financial infrastructure. However, in the
1950s, oil revenues expanded the state’s capacity. The oil revenue was used to support agriculture
and government expenditure. Eventually, winds of change, partially due to investment in agriculture,
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caused overthrowing the monarchy through a coup (Melani Cammett et. al, 2015, p.110).

The new president, Abdulkarim Qasim, supported investment in industry and the ministry of the
industry was established to oversee the industrial sector. In 1963, the Baathists took control by a coup
over him. Afterwards, the Baath party was removed for a brief time, but in 1968, they took over power
again. The story of state-led growth has started since (Kiren Aziz Chaudhry, 1994, 67-).

The banks were nationalized and the industrial sector was controlled. In the total output, the state
reserved the share of 62 per cent of manufacturing and 42 per cent of employees. In 19721975-, the oil
sector was totally nationalized. With oil prices skyrocketed, the state’s shares in GDP rose to 75 per cent
(52 per cent of which was from oil). In 1977, the state-owned nearly 400 projects and 80,000 employees.
In 1977, the state had 410,000 employees, which accounted for half the workforce, alongside 250,000
military personnel. In the 1980s, the military numbers rose to one million soldiers. Aside from these,
260,000 police members existed with 120,000 pensioners. In 1980, one out of four Iraqi citizens was
on the government payroll. As in Turkey, part of the message of the Baath regime was to escape from
the clutches of Western invaders and provision of prosperity, both of which came to be in opposite.
However, Iraq faced three major upheavals: the Iran-Iraq war, the war on Kuwait, and eventually
embargo imposed by the international community. In this process, the role of human capital was
limited to defending the regime instead of being productive in economic activities. When Iraq started
a war in 1980, it owned 50 billion dollars. When the war ended, it was $86 billion dollars in debt. The
GDP per capita reached $546 after the invasion of Kuwait. All losses from these three wars (including
the US invasion in 2003) is estimated at $1 trillion US dollars (Cammett et. al., 2015, pp.245246-),
which is almost 4 times larger than the GDP of Iraq in 2001.

As previously mentioned, among the Resource Rich-Labor Poor countries economic development for
the long-term (almost 40 years) was only negative for Kuwait (which was invaded by Iraq). Among
Resource Rich-Labor Abundant countries, only Iraq’s economy is ended with negative growth (-1.08
per cent) when taking long-term growth (19602010-). The second remark is that economic growth is
not stable, facing ups and downs all the time. Looking at the big picture, uneducated people, poverty
and unemployment were born from these large-scale events, making the previous generation less
able to support their children in getting them into education or enjoy a good standard of living. For
example, secondary education enrollment was 23.5 per cent in Iraq in 1971, raised to 53.2 per cent
in 1980, before declining to 46.5 per cent and 37.3 per cent in 1990 and 2000 respectively, indicating
that current parents were suffering from a lack of opportunity to choose to study, let the poor quality
of education alone. Also, the maternal mortality rate increased from 47 to 84 per 100,000 live births,
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and the infant mortality rates increased by 150 per cent between 2003 and 2012 (Melani Cammett
et. al, 2015, p.167 and p.188, table 5.5), demonstrating that parents and their children have not had
opportunity to accumulate their human capital.

The structural imbalances previously mentioned in the MENA have remained the same in Iraq.
Following the fall of the Saddam regime, a wave of optimism covered the whole of Iraq, followed by
the second wave of the oil price increase. Again, GDP per capita started to move up; however, the
revenues have largely been re-captured by the government. The government has become the major
choice for employment. A large government was formed. Accordingly, Iraq’s economy continues to
heavily depend on the oil sector in light of the steadily declining contribution of non-oil commodity
activities (agriculture, industry) to the GDP. Indeed, the oil sector, with a contribution of 55-60 per
cent of the GDP, only employed 2 per cent of the workforce, and the productivity of the remaining
98 per cent of the workforce was very low in goods and services production activities (Iraq Human
Development Report, 2014, p.57). Until now, oil revenues are not less than 90 per cent of exports and

nearly 90 per cent of the total public revenues of Iraq.

Though GDP per capita was 4989.80 US$ in 2015, increased to 5955.11 US$ in 2019 (,_as
11.00 2020 jouuod (g5l Joss] ulus), national income is directly affected by increased oil revenues
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rather than by increased productivity rates. Also, both the public sector (13 per cent), construction (13
per cent), and real estate (12 per cent) are having the biggest share in non-oil activities (Assessment of
the Labor Market, 2014, pp.35). Their shares mostly represent a reflection of “Dutch Disease” in which
demand for public sector jobs as well as non-tradable goods increase.

It has been argued that the economic embargo imposed in the 1990s, the US invasion of Iraq in
2003, administrative, and financial corruption are the main reasons for poverty. In 2019’s ranking,
for example, Iraq was number 166th of the countries of the world in terms of corruption. In the same
year, the committee on integrity announced the existence of 4572 cases of corruption. Following these
reasons, forced emigration, and displacement on account of sectarian warfare have had direct effects on
the increase of poverty. Coordination between the public and private sectors in terms of planning and
investment in order to escape the rentier economy and to establish job opportunities thus decreasing
poverty are the major suggestions in this respect. Simultaneously, the oil revenues need to be used for
public investment instead of ideological influences ) -12.p.0 2020 jw—uwod (g5l dos] s s

15).

Moreover, geographic location, as a consequence of structural imbalances, has an effect on poverty.
Poverty outside the cities is more than poverty inside the cities, 30.7 per cent compared to 13.5 per
cent, respectively in 2012. The size of families and the lack of education have had direct effects. For
example, in ages 611-, poverty is 20.5 per cent for illiterate compared to 9.2 per cent for educated
people. The least rate of extreme poverty was in Sulaymaniyah 2 per cent, Irbil 3.6 per cent, and Duhok
5.6 per cent where the family size is lower compared to other cities in Iraq. No doubt, the poverty rate
in other measurements, such as relative poverty or moderate poverty, is higher than these percentages
mentioned. One of the suggestions is the allocation of part of the government’s budget for the poor on
a yearly basis, alongside the policy of organized families, notably outside the cities. Yearly, 2.2 billion
dollars for poor people to be placed on top of the poverty line were needed (7 2013 3N _</I).
Another study emphasis on the fact that poverty in Iraq is related to the following factors (g i .5.)
1177-1171 0 (o 2019 « (ubs Olodany):

Low income at work: This phenomenon is mostly seen in families working in the agricultural and/or
transportation sectors.

Low level of education: Poverty is high in families with low education. However, poverty itself makes
the children of these families not study. In Iraq, 51 per cent of the poor has had less than an elementary
degree.

High unemployment rate: This is a source of poverty as more than 32 per cent of poor families in Iraq
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were unemployed.
Poverty outside the cities is more than poverty inside the cities. A reason for this is that people work
in agriculture outside the cities alongside their low level of education. For example, poverty inside
Sulaymaniyah city was 1.4 per cent in 2012 but it was 4.8 per cent outside the city.
Increase in the number of family members: Poverty is more in families having a larger number of
members. In 2017, the number of the population in Iraq was nearly 38.5 million at an increasing rate
of 2.7 per cent.
The spread of the coronavirus and closure of borders and airports in 2020, coupled with the decline
in oil prices, not only increased poverty but it also created a crisis for the international community in
the form of political and social problems (2.0 2020 « yo—usd> G5lu] dssl wlae yoas). During the
Covid-19 pandemic when full-lockdown was announced, poverty rates raised by no less than 10 per
cent in Iraq and the Kurdistan Region. In this respect, a UNICEF report shows that the poverty gap
was 4.1 per cent in Iraq. And Near poverty line was 25.8 per cent (Assessment of COVID-19 Impact
on Poverty and Vulnerability in Iraq, 2020, p.2).

Thus, all forms of poverty (extreme, moderate, etc) can be observed. In addressing poverty
rates, and designing policies, one shall not neglect each type of poverty.
Developmental Path of the Kurdistan Region
Since the early 1990s, the Kurdistan Region has had a semi-autonomy until after the collapse of Saddam
Hussain’s regime in 2003 when recognized by the central government as an entity within its parliament
and government though under Iraq’s constitution.
The 1990s was a lost decade for the KR-I due to a double embargo by the central government as well as
the UN, not to mention a four-year civil war. The KR-I has entered into the new century with several
economic imbalances inherited from the past.
The post-liberation Iraq has taken a new dimension moving from a centralized to a federal state with
Kurdistan Region having its independent legislation system. Often different socio-economic policies
and strategies are being followed. As a result, differences in the levels of security, socio-economic and
overall standards of living can be observed across the regions (Jamal R. M. Ameen, September 2017,
p.2). However, similarities in the developmental path can also be observed, particularly in relying on oil
rents as a major source of export revenues and government budget, resulting in economic predicaments.
To start with the positive side, the security and political stability partially enjoyed by the Kurdistan
Region for most of the last two decades have led directly to positive achievements in the HDT’s three
elements of health, education, and income compared to the other 15 governorates of Iraq. Overall, HDI
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was 0.694 in Iraq versus 0.750 in the Kurdistan Region in 2014 (Iraq Human Development Report,
2014, pp.2930-). The GDP per capita was IQD 1 million in 2003, which rose to IQD 3.3 million dinars
in 2007. The next year, it reached IQD 6.8 million. The government planned to increase the GDP
growth by an annual 5 per cent (Regional Development strategy for KR-I, 2007, pp.3536-). However,
not only was this objective not accomplished, the Region was confronted with severe crises, particularly
due to the decline of oil prices, cutting the budget by the central government, corruption, and ISIS
attack.

In recent years, the private sector made fast growth in many sectors. In manufacturing, oil, and
construction sectors, there was growth resulting in the increase of income level of households and
individuals, reflecting in the ownership of modern houses and escaping old-style houses (nearly 80
per cent of the population has become owners of their residences). The economic growth expanded
the people’s knowledge, even in health and cleanliness. Ten years after the fall of the Saddam regime,
economic growth even changed the style of baths and showers, from people using bowls to shower in
their baths.

Moreover, in 2013, nearly IQD 2.046 trillion was spent by the administration of governorates on the
construction sector in the Kurdistan Region (with 6,503 million m2 allocated to it), one-fourth of
which was in Sulaymaniyah governorate, including German Administration. Although it decreased to
1.082 trillion in 2015 then to 658 billion in 2018 (Kurdistan region 20142018- Indicators, 2019, p.91), it
still occupied a large percentage of public spending. It resulted in the growth of the construction sector
in cement factories whereby in 2020, nearly all the region’s requirements of cement were provided by
the local factories in addition to exports to other areas of Iraq.

On the negative side, however, the increase of oil products (500,000 barrels per day in 2020), growth of
the construction sector, and the increase of imports were signs of the Dutch Disease discussed earlier,
from which the Region’s economy suffered and could not escape. The growth of the oil sector pulled
labor further from the villages into the construction sector in the cities. Consequently, in agriculture,
the supply of labor decreased, caused the costs of its production to rise. The industry has suffered the
same problem. in Sulaymaniyah, only 4.2 per cent of the labor force worked in industry (Regional
Development strategy for KR-I, 2007, p.38).

The pattern of industrialization is highly capital-intensive as oil is a dominant sector. Coupled with the
fast but compulsory urbanization of the 1990s, the Kurdistan Regional Government (KRG) needed to
respond to a growing employment problem. As there is less room for designing monetary policy, which
is at the central government’s hand, the KRG has relied on fiscal policy as well as trade policies. The
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policies worked for a short while, and the rate of economic growth increased at a fast pace during 2005
and 2012. However, as the structural imbalances were still there and the economy was still weak, a little
wave could remove sources of increasing income. The ISIS attack and the world economic recessions
have caused oil revenues to decline. This combined with internal political conflict among the major
political parties over natural resources and the government positions, led to discouraging cooperation
and lowering national income. Consequently, a contractionary fiscal policy was in place (e.g., through
cutting public employees’ salaries by 70 per cent in the first phase then by 40 per cent in the second
phase, and finally by 20 per cent until June 2021). Meanwhile, the KRG was not succeeded in imposing
property rights, private actors and individual initiatives are weekends. For example, savers could not
return their deposits when the KRG has taken them to pay for the public employees’ salaries. Later,
when the government suffered from crises and budget deficits, the people were no longer at an age to
move to the private sector.

The large and inefficient public sector, with almost 49 per cent of the labor force (Kurdistan Region
20142018- Indicators, may 2019, p.84), has given the authorities, both in the government and in the
major political parties, justifications for selling the public sector organizations, lands, and enterprises
in the name of privatization in recent years. This has opened debates on the negative consequences of
applying the market economy model. While the people in the KR-I and the rest of Iraq had paid for the
centralized planning model for almost two decades, they may also pay for a fast transformation towards
accepting new liberalism ideas and concepts.

Instability in government social security programs due to oil revenue volatility is another predicament.
For example, in 2011, the law of supporting family income was changed from IQD 30,000 to IQD
150,000. Nearly 73,000 took advantage of this law, 28,000 of whom were in Sulaymaniyah. Nearly
31,000 graduate students received social subsidies in IQD 150,000 (5 s)ljg-hidejs §o Jd2835,5 d ooy
3-35J J 2012 HLs¥sla) Glydjsh s3s.

Economic growth and structural transformation have had unintended outcomes, one of them was
poverty. But that does not mean culture was blind as Cammett et. al. argued. Despite some progress
in empowering women, given them 30 per cent of the 111-seat parliament in Kurdistan Region due
to a 30 per cent quota system is an example (Rudaw, Women seek 30 per cent share in new Kurdistan
Regional Government, 122019/6/), women failed to fulfil voters’ expectations, in addition to the
problem of selecting candidates based on ethnic, tribal relations, etc, rather than qualifications. They are
particularly interested in working for the public sector than for the private sector as the working hours
of the former are more consistent with their child bearing responsibilities. Notably, the literacy among
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working women is twice that of women who don’t work (Kurdistan Region 20142018- indicators, May
2019, pp.810-). It needs to be said that a large percentage of females, almost 46 per cent, still refuse to
work and see themselves only in the role of housewives.

The rate of participation in the labor force represents the status of women more accurately. Nearly 67
per cent of men of working age versus 14 per cent of women of working age either work or actively seek
employment (27.J 2020 34l 35 ddolbass (3lie Jliwd)sS 4,ds). Moreover, Iraqi society is still in
favor of early marriages for both males and females. In 23.4 per cent of total marriages in Iraq and in
22.4 per cent of the marriages in the Kurdistan Region, the bride was under 18 in 2014 (Iraq Human
Development Report, 2014, p.42).

The above reasons, coupled with the government subsidies to households, in which one of them is
the provision of nearly IQD 5,000,000 for marriage, made the population grew on a continuous basis.
In 1987, the Kurdistan Region’s population was 1,910,905, which increased to 2,861,690 at a number
of less than a million in ten years (almost the size of the Iraqi population one hundred years ago). It
reached 4,662,266 and 6,033,814 people in 2009 and 2018 respectively (Kurdistan region 20142018-
indicators, may 2019, p.3). Not surprisingly, in 2007, the average size of the family was 6.2. In the center
of Sulaymaniyah, it was 5.4 and in its surrounding villages was 5.9 (2007 1 o8 d_SlasV| d_cgoml
17 o). In addition, the youth’s financial reliance on family is still significant, whether in Iraq or the
Kurdistan Region, with 65.3 per cent of the youth aged 18 to 30 years totally or partially depending on
the family (Iraq Human Development Report, 2014, p.67).

In the area of human development, the Kurdistan Region saw growth. However, it has not reached
a level where can leave positive impacts on family size, the labor market, etc. The completion of
preparatory education was not more than 65 per cent in Sulaymaniyah, which was higher than Duhok
and lower than Erbil (Kurdistan Region 20142018- Indicators, May 2019, p.21). In 2010, out of the total
of 182,895 employees in Sulaymaniyah (excluding the Peshmerga), only 536 and 1093 individuals had
PhD and Master’s (respectively) compared to 21,067 uneducated and 17,189 primary school-educated
individuals.(33 .J 2011 «3ledlw Q;Ua}é)ﬁ)

Unaspiringly, the unemployment rate has increased. The discrepancy in unemployment rates between
young men and women (10.1 per cent and 37.6 per cent respectively) in the Kurdistan Region is very
large, which reflects a greater need for employment among young women (Iraq Human Development
Report, 2014, p. 52). In the KR-I alone it is estimated that over the next 20 years between 850,000 and
1.1 million new workers will enter the labour market (Assessment of the Labour Market, pp. 3840-).
As a consequence of structural imbalances and government-led growth model, especially when it
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combines with political events and world economic crisis, poverty rates have increased on average.
In 2012, the poverty line was estimated at a monthly income of 105 500 Iraqi dinars per capita at the
national level in Iraq. According to the inflation rate in 2018, the poverty line was estimated at 110 880
Iraqi dinars per capita (Assessment of COVID-19 Impact on Poverty and Vulnerability in Iraq, 2020,
p-2). The poverty rate rose among host households from 3.5 per cent in 2012 to 4.7 per cent in 2014.
During the last 5 years, the KR-I was hit by several severe crises (budget cut, decline in oil prices, influx
of internally displaced people and Syrian refugees) that had direct effects on the livelihood of KRI’s
residents and as a result, poverty significantly reached 12.5 per cent (compared to 31.5 per cent for the
rest of Iraq) in 2014. It recorded the lowest rate in the Sulaymaniyah governorate (Kurdistan Region
20142018- Indicators, 2019). In 2018, the rate of poverty increased to 15 percent(3L5 .3/, Olws,S

2018/3/11 (ol O iy Dladls , 241).

Apart from the poverty gap (0.7) and near poverty line people, which are high (almost 22 per cent
according to the same UNICEF report mentioned above), according to the multi-dimensional poverty
index, people are still deprived of most services. In the villages, 62 per cent of people get water through
public water networks. In fact, 70 per cent of people get clean water by pipes to their homes from clean
sources. Only 25 per cent of the population of the cities and 18 per cent of the population of the village
say that they receive water for 10 hours per day from public networks. This made people save water
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in their homes through the use of water tanks. Nearly 72 per cent of the cities’ population and 64 per
cent of the villages’ population say that they receive water from public networks. In 2011, almost 61
per cent of families had 6 or more members (31J 2020 34l 3 Jlbas :3lie Jlwd)sS 4)ds).
The results show that 38.5 per cent of households are food secure in KR-I (Kurdistan Region 20142018-
Indicators, 2019, p.32). Finally, in their study on 5 subdistricts of Mergasor in Erbil, Dr Sabir Pirdawud
and Amir Salim (2007, p.2) have found that poverty is concentrated outside the cities. Family size, lack
of educated teenagers within the families, and having elderly are among other major factors of poverty.
In short, the economic structure produces poverty. Whenever growth occurs, it may initially lead to
lower poverty rates, but it will resurface again. That hereditary structure from past regimes is continuing

without a suitable alternative being put in place.

Reform and its Constraints

The policy responses to and political effects of these pressures can be different from a country to
another. Struggling with reform implementation and regime change can be part of the results, though
some countries pursued successful reform (Pete W. Moore, 2004, p.2).

Poverty cannot be solved easily. However, the experience of countries that took great steps to reduce
the poverty trap assists Iraq and the Kurdistan Region in its rates to an acceptable level. But how?
Through state-led growth or market economy?

Most of the Middle Eastern countries are under Western reform projects. As long as the Soviet Union
was powerful, the model of centralized planning was used. Once the Soviet Union fell in the early
1990s, it started to be influenced by the reform project of international organizations and agencies,
including the International Monetary Fund (IMF). The idea of reform now consisted of the fact that
macroeconomy (notably prices) should be stabilized through a capitalist state instead of the socialist
state. And the mechanism was banks and other productive activities to be taken under the influence of
the private sector and open trade, which motivates capital to move into productive investments. These
prescriptions are known as the Washington Consensus, supported by the IMF and the World Bank.
Most countries in the Middle East implemented this plan. One problem with this program is that
“educated and skilled youth may face an economy that generates very little skilled employment”. It does
not also take into account these countries’ internal conflicts and contradictions, especially countries
that are Resource Rich-Labor Abundant. Iraq, Syria, and Algeria are on the list of these countries that
refused to join the Washington Consensus. The class in control of the state was not ready to hand-over
power to the bourgeois in the private sector. They controlled the oil revenues, through which they
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could control people. What mattered to them was to control the society, and security and military
forces assist in this regard (Melani Cammett et. al, 2015, p.279).

No doubt, in the modern Middle East, business-state coordination is one major mechanism for
increasing productivity. However, “clientelism has not lost its uses and business representation has
hardly come to dominate the reform agenda in every country” (Pete W. Moore, 2004, p.2, and p.7).
In addition, the transformation from the public to private sector alongside their coordination has not
gone without resistance. If unions were constraints in front of some Middle East states for giving spaces
to the private sector due to their fear of weakening their position, in Iraq and the Kurdistan Region a
large group of the government employees and their families were against this transformation as it may
make them unemployed, or leaving them without stable and secure employment. In relation to the idea
of privatization, economists such as Joseph Stiglitiz criticized the Washington Consensus and stated
that without adjusting for these countries’ situations, free markets not only fail to deliver them out of
poverty and into growth but creates for them crises (Cammett et. al., 2015, p.275).

Reforms have geopolitical obstacles, too. Countries like Iran and Turkey interfere into the Iraqi
economy, including the Kurdistan Region’s, resulting in the slow-down of growth and the prevention
of poverty control (The Coming Turkish-Iranian Competition in Iraq. 2011, p.1; Turkey-Iran Tensions
Rise as Ankara Expands Operations in Iraq, Middle East, March 2021)

Finally, just as in the Middle East as Milani Cammett et. al. (2015, p.263) state, the growth in the private
sector was linked to the public sector in Iraq and the Kurdistan Region (e.g., textile products are for
Peshmerga or security forces of the government). This can be supported by arguments highlighting that
the inability of effective and sustainable political structures limits the effectiveness of policies aimed at
eradicating poverty (Cuesta et al., 2020, p.120).

Despite the obstacles, policymakers shall do their best to reduce them. In general, the most important
thing is to increase food production through the betterment of land fertility, which means solutions
to the problems of irrigation and fertilizers. The result of these steps is the escape from dependence
on rain (Sachs, 2005, pp.7072-). Moreover, the rise in literacy and a better quality of education leads
to a decline in the rate of births and fertility rates in general. Due to this, less pressure was exerted on
their land. In contrast, others believe that a high birth rate supports enlarging the market size, make
purchasing goods and services stronger, lead to production. A landlocked country may be a victim of
being landlocked rather than population growth.

One shall not exaggerate in reducing the poverty rate rapidly and in the very short term. Yet, 4-year or
5-year plans could be set, and its objectives and elements for the Kurdistan Region can be as follows:
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Lower poverty levels to 5 per cent,

Lowering the illiteracy rate to less than 2 per cent, which was about 4 per cent in 2018 according to an
official report, Increase preparatory education enrollments to over 80 per cent (now between 6570- per
cent) (Kurdistan Region 20142018- indicators, 2018, p.23),

Lowering unemployment rate to 7 per cent, including discouraged workers, and decrease unemployment
rate among women and youth to 10 per cent. The unemployment rate among women was as high as
among youth in 2014: over 19 per cent versus over 17 per cent respectively (Capacity Building, Rand,
2014, p.29).

Increase access to public water to 98 per cent in cities and 85 per cent outside of cities

Lowering gender discrimination whereby the role of women is made more significant in economic
activities. To that end, government policy to encourage 1620- years old to delay marriage is needed.
As for accomplishing the above goals, there is a diverse mechanism. Dr. Bushra Ramadhan Yasin refers
to some of them as follows (1178. 0 2019 (ywb $Lao) g pim.d).

Authorization of governorates and districts in planning for countering poverty within their borders.
Continuation of government policy in assisting poor families.

Provide financial support to health and education sectors, which helps in human capital formation.
In fact, policies that contribute to tackling the economic contradictions can be more effective in dealing
with poverty, reducing it, and avoid pushing people to fall over the pool of it, though this needs a long-

term strategy.

Conclusion

Poverty is linked with hunger, illness, poor sanitation, and thirst. The negative conditions a poor
person confronts in one stage may influence his or her life. Reasons for poverty can be different from
one country to another. In the Middle East and North Africa, economic contradictions, structural
imbalances, left from previous regimes and systems, including colonialism, are the major causes of these
societies’ predicaments. The socio-economic structure of these societies generates unemployment and
poverty. True, demographic factors are leaving their impacts on poverty. However, the demographic
factors, such as fertility rates, largely relies on the economic and political structures of that particular
country. It also depends on the region that particular country is located.

Iraq as a country within the MENA region, not surprisingly, is affected by the political and economic
systems that prevailed in the region. Iraq had borrowed the central planning model, supported by oil
rents, in the name of anti-colonialism policies, just as Turkey and Iran did previously. The Kurdistan
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Region has copied the same model of centralization and oil rents. Thus, economic contradictions, such
as a fast pace of population growth versus unstable income or a large public sector against a weak
private sector, were the results. Accordingly, the government has not had the capacity to challenge
extreme and relative poverty and unemployment rates. Both in Iraq and the KR-I, political poverty
remains a stumbling block to tackling poverty and renders ineffective efforts to tackle other forms of
poverty like economic, social and legal poverty.

Job creation and other mechanisms to support poor families’ indispensable from human capital
accumulation. Supporting poor families by the government, human capital improvement and training,

and market regulations are the most urgent instruments to avoid falling into the poverty trap.
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Introduction

International trade is the trading of goods and services across international borders or regions. Generally,

there are two approaches to international trade: Free trade and Protectionism.

Free trade is a policy in which a government does not discriminate against imports or restrict exports by ap-
plying tariffs (on imports) or subsidies (on exports). Whereas, Protectionism is a policy in which the govern-
ment restricts international trade to support domestic industries( Krugman & Obstfeld, 2009). Additionally,
there is an economic conflict between the countries that initiate a trade war. This includes employing protec-
tionism policies in the form of trade obstacles. One of the trade tools used in trade wars is tariffs. The trade
war between US-China initiated by imposing tariffs on goods. In the past few decades in the world, there were
many examples of economic war. US and China are the two largest economies of the world not only in GDP
but also in international trade and Foreign direct investment(FDI). Hence, the strong and bad relationship
between these two countries will have a substantial impact not only on their economies but also on the world

economy.

Reducing the trade deficit was one of the Trump policies since 2106 to create more job opportunities in the
country, consequently, in 2018, the Trump administration launched a series of tarifts that sparked a trade war
between the United States and China. US officials state that China has taken advantage of trade liberalization
and WTO (World Trade Organization) membership to pursue unfair trade policies while subsidizing its do-
mestic market against foreign competition currency devaluation (Kapustina, L . et. al,2020). According to a
report published by CNBC in 2019, the Trump administration claims that China has adopted predatory tactics
to give Chinese companies the lead in advanced technologies, robotics and electric vehicles. Beijing’s strategy
includes hacking into the computers of U.S. companies as well as stealing trade secrets, forcing foreign com-

panies to turn to sensitive technology in exchange for access to Chinese markets.

Nonetheless, the most important reasons behind imposing a tariff on some types of Chinese products are as

follows: (Scott. R, 2017), (EPI report2017 g), (Vlados, C., 2020), (Albasoos & Al-Hadhrami, 2016).

The growing trade deficit with China is the cumulative reason for the trillions of dollars transferred abroad by
the United States. The United States has a large trade deficit with China and it has widened since the end of
the Great Recession. This deficit has caused a massive failure to create job opportunities and cost the United

States millions of jobs since China’s accession to (WTO) in 2001.

The alleged theft of intellectual property by foreign companies: The United States trade representative has
recommended the Trump administration investigate China’s intellectual property (IP) theft for more than six

months. The shift of a U.S. trade agent to China costs between $225 to $600 billion annually.

Currency devaluation: Another reason for the US-China conflict is China’s policy of managing its currency
exchange rate (RMB) to limit its rise against other currencies such as the US dollar. This policy has received

plenty of criticism from US lawmakers as a currency manipulator. 1

1! The U.S. argues that China is taking advantage of exports and attracting foreign direct invest-

ment at the expense of other countries, including the United States. The claim also alleges that

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China has retaliated against the United States by imposing tariff rates on some American products. China and
the United States have imposed additional tariffs on each other’s products since 2018, bruising their trade war

that has sent shockwaves through the global economy.

Total US tariffs applied exclusively to Chinese goods account for US$550 billion until 2020, and total Chinese
tariffs applied exclusively to US goods accounted for US$185 billion until 2020. However, the economic and

technological competition between these two countries is likely to continue even after the tariff war is resolved.

This paper is structured into five subsequent sections. Section 1 consists of the introduction, problem state-
ment, objective of the study, and research hypothesis. Section 2 mainly describes the theoretical framework of
the research and discusses the literature review. Section 3 describes the trade war between the United States

and China. Section 4 presents the results and discussion and Section 5 presents the conclusion of the paper.
Problem Statement

The quantitative and qualitative development of Chinese power is a challenge to the United States in the 21st
century. The impact of China’s trade and industrialization policies on the U.S. economy is undoubtedly real-
istic and substantial, China seeks to develop a self-reliant approach across all major industries and services
sectors to become a developed economy. Implementation of this scenario may result in China winning the
position of a superpower while minimizing the impact of the United States. Therefore, it is in the United
States’ best interest to maintain the world’s number one economic position and maintain a favourable strategic
position. The consequences of the trade war between China and the United States are enormous for the global

economy. According to a report by the Bank of Finland (2019), the trade war slowed the global GDP.
Significance of this study

This study will intend to fill some of the gaps in the existing literature by measuring and analyzing the effect of
the Tariff rate on the United States’ economic growth, China’s economic growth, and global economic growth.
To the best knowledge of the researcher, no current literature combines the effect of tariff rates on the United

States, China and the world.
The objective of the study

The study aims at measuring and analyzing the consequences of the U.S-China trade war on themselves eco-

nomic growth and global economic growth.

Research hypothesis

The main hypothesis of the study is that: There are negative consequences of the U.S-China trade war on global

economic growth.

China’s manipulation led to a higher U.S. trade deficit as well as a higher unemployment rate.
Meanwhile, Chinese policymakers argue that its exchange rate policy is a tool to boost China’s

growth and market growth to make it prosperous and powerful.

Methodology of the Study

The study employed Autoregressive Distributed Lag (ARDL) model, depending on monthly secondary data
from 2016 M1 to 2019 M12.

Theoretical Framework
International Trade and Economic Growth Theories:

The belief that free international trade is beneficial for everyone is spread all over the world. However, if so,

why are there even trade policies and trade wars?

Several theories can be adopted to explain the general trade war directly or indirectly. Economists have de-
veloped theories to explain the mechanisms of world trade. The origins of the theoretical literature on trade
and growth are absolute advantage and comparative advantage, as well as the Hecksher-Ohlin model and its
followers. However, when applied to the current situation of China and the US, The New Trade theories are
most related the reason behind this belief is that the new trade theory suggests that governments might have
a role to play in promoting new industries and supporting the growth of key industries. Additionally, new
trade theory emphasizes that the basic cause of trade happening is due to the existence of economies of scale,
relative differences in factor endowments and economies of scale and monopoly power. Even if there are no
relative differences in factor endowments between the two countries, trade is likely to happen due to econo-
mies of scale and monopoly (Meini, Z, 2013). Traditional trade theories claim that free trade is the best trade
option for countries to benefit from trade. Whereas the new trade theory asserts that in a market structure of
an economy of scale and imperfect competition, a free trade policy may not be the best policy, the new trade
theory asserts that free trade in the context of the international flows of goods and capital is better than inter-
ventionism. This is because interventionist trade policies can lead to government failure and retaliation when
protected market structures are less effective. Increasing returns to scale and imperfect competition not only
helps to reshape traditional trade theory, but they also have a significant influence on trade policy thinking,

and provide a new rationale for trade protectionism (Lam, T.D., 2015).

Literature review

(Bekkers, and Schroeter, 2020) conducted an economic analysis of the US-China trade conflict, and reviewed
tariff increases. The study found that bilateral tariffs between the United States and China increased by an
average of 17%, while in the Phase-1 agreement signed between the two countries in January 2020, tariffs fell
slightly to 16%. On the other hand, (Mao, H. and Gérg, H., 2020) studied the possible indirect effects of the
tariff increases in the recent trade war between the United States and China on other trading partners. They
found that due to the close trade relationship with the United States, the EU, Canada and Mexico are most
affected in absolute terms by the increase in US tariffs on Chinese imports. Besides, they estimated that the
tariffs impose an additional burden of between 500 million and $1 billion on these countries. Nonetheless, to
analyze the causes and the consequences of the trade war between the United States and China ( Kapustina

. et al, 2020) did research taking into account the GDP and export ratio of both counties. As a result, they

found out this trade war comes against the backdrop of a slaw in global production and international trade.
To analyze the direct economic effects of the US-China tariff war on both China and the United States (Tu,
X., et.al 2020) use the smart model. The results show that U.S. imports from China and China’s imports from
the United States will fall by about $91.46 billion and $36.71 billion, respectively. U.S. imports will be diverted
to other markets in most areas, including Mexico, Japan and Germany. Chinese imports from the US will
be mainly diverted to Brazil, Germany, Japan, Argentina, the United Kingdom and Canada. However, trade
between the United States and China cannot be fully relocated to other suppliers in other countries without
additional costs or a loss of utility, resulting in a significant reduction in total imports and better results in
the United States and China. In conclusion, trade wars damage the welfare of both parties and could have
extra negative effects on global value chains and the multilateral trading system. To evaluate the economic
consequences of the 2018 US-China trade war conflict (Tsutsumi, 2018) performed a study using a global CGE
model. He found that the tariffs imposed on additional goods affected the U.S. and China’s GDP by 0.1% and
0.2%, respectively. Additionally, both the U.S. and China lose their comparative advantage in the production of
transportation, electronic, and machinery equipment, while other countries expand their production in these
areas. Nonetheless, a study done by (Minghao Li, et. al, 2019) found that an increase in tariffs in September
2019 reduced welfare by 1.9% in China and 0.3%. In the US. China’s exports to and imports from the United
States fell by 58.3% and 50.7%. Respectively. Furthermore, (Lau, L.J., 2019) performed a study to examine the
real effects of the China-U.S trade war on the Chinese and US economies. It has shown that while the effects
are negative and significant, they are both absolute and low. So GDP of the US is less than the GDP of China
but driven by both economies. Besides, (Vlados, 2020) has done research studying 12 scientific articles to
identify the content and basic parameters of the US-China trade war. He found that the emphasis was on the

decline of US hegemony on the world stage and the search for a sustainable new global balance.

Results and Discussion:

This section consists of the data collection, variable descriptions and model specification, and time series esti-

mation by using (ARDL) approach with stationary and co-integration tests.

4.1 Variable descriptions

4.2 Methodology and Model Specification

To measure and analyse the consequences of the U.S-China trade war on global economic growth (Global

GDP), this paper employed (ARDL) approaches for estimation. The estimation of the variables is tested using

E-views 9 software.

To model the relationship between the trade war and global economic growth, a functional form model con-

taining (EX: Export, IM: Import, ER: Exchange rate, US real GDP, China’s real GDP and global GDP) can be

expressed as follows:

The functional equation (1) can be converted to an econometric model by introducing a drift coefficient slope

of each explanatory variable and the stochastic error term, as shown below:

4.3 Times series model estimation
Stationary test Unit root test (Augmented Dickey-Fuller ADF)

A stationary series is a key idea in time series. It refers to the mean of the series, which is no longer a function
of time. Stationary series play a fundamental role in the study of a time series (Studenmund, 2014: p 402). In
the literature, there are several stationary tests, namely the Dickey-Fuller (DF), the Augmented Dickey-Fuller
(ADF), the Phillips-Perron (PP) and the Kwiatkowski, Phillips, Schmidt, and Shin (KPSS) tests. The most
commonly used tests in the literature are the ADF and the PP. Hence, this study employs the ADF unit root

test. The stationary test result is reported in the table below:

From Table (2) all variables are stationary in the first difference (intercept and intercept with trend) at the 1%

and 5% significance level, respectively

4.4 Co-integration test

The co-integration concept relates to whether the variables are co-integrated, then spurious regressions can be
avoided even though the dependent variable and at least one independent variable are non-stationary (Tash-

pinar, 2011: p 34)
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Table(3) trace tests indicate (1) co-integrating eq(s) at the 0.05 level for China, (5) co-integrating eq(s) at the

level 0.05 for the United States, and (3) co-integrating eq(s) at the level 0.05 for the global economic growth.

Therefore, the null hypothesis of no co-integration among the variables is rejected.

4.5 Economic Growth Model Estimation for United States, China, And the World:

Estimation is the process of finding an estimate or approximation, which is a value that is usable for some
purpose even if the input data may be incomplete, uncertain or unstable. There exist hundreds of methods in
the literature that can be used for estimating, but, nowadays, the most common methods used are OLS, ARDL,
VAR and GMM. However, the current study will use the ARDL approaches for estimation. The tables below
present the result of ARDL estimation for the United States and China.

Table (4), which shows the results of the ARDL estimates, indicates a positive effect of EX, on the United States,
China, and the global GDP. However, IM for both US and China harm their GDP. Moreover, global import
has a negative and statistically significant effect on global GDP. In other words: if global Import changes by
1%, global GDP decreases by 0.02%. However, the Dummy variable (D) indicated the tariff rate has a positive
and statistically significant effect on United States GDP.

Hence if the tariff rate (D) changes by 1%, the US GDP will increase by (0.05%) the reason behind this result
is when the tariff rate increases the revenue increase when other factors remain constant. The effect of tariff
rate (D) on the Chines GDP is negative and statistically significant. Likewise, tariff rate(D) harms global GDP,
thus if tariff rate (D) changes by 1%, the global GDP decreases by (0.005). these results coincide with the New
trade theories which assert that free trade in the context of the international flows of goods and capital is better
than interventionism. Furthermore, according to the literature presented by (Ikonen, P, et.al 2019, Bekkers,
and Schroeter, 2020, Tu, X, et. al, Mao, H. and Gorg, H., 2020) increasing the tariff rate has a negative con-
sequence on global GDP.

Diagnostic Checking for economic growth model:

One of the most important steps in a time-series regression model is checking the model and the goodness of
fit. The purpose of diagnostic checking is to check the adequacy of the applied method. In the current study,
a diagnostic test has been applied to ensure the fit and accuracy of the ARDL approach. Moreover, diagnostic
checking includes six main tests (Autocorrelation problems, Multicollinearity problems, Heteroscedasticity
problems, Model specification and model accuracy, Normality problems and Stability problems) that are per-
formed to fit the model adequacy theoretically, statistically and economically. The diagnostic tests and statis-

tical indicators are presented in the table below:

Table (5) shows that for all the tests that were used (LM, ARCH, Ramsey RESET, Jarque-Bera and Variance
Inflation Factor) the F-statistic is more than the critical value. The model passed these tests. The null hypoth-
esis (HO; the econometrics problem does not exist) is accepted for the economic growth model. Therefore, the
ARDL models are correctly specified for the United States, China, and global economic growth. Table (5) also
shows that R2 is too high for economic growth models. This finding shows that the model fits the data and

has the correct specification.

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Figure (1) shows that the relationship between global economic growth and global export and global import

is stable.

Conclusion

The Trade war between the two largest economies is a serious problem for the world. Especially, some coun-
tries in the world have a significant share of gross domestic product in international trade. The study measures
the consequences of the trade war between the United States and China on their economic growth and global
economic growth. To accomplish that, Autoregressive Distributed Lag (ARDL) model is used based on month-
ly data from 2016 M1 to 2019 M12. The results show that Global export has a positive effect on the global GDP.
Moreover, global import has a negative and statistically significant effect on global GDP. Additionally, the
Dummy variable (D) indicated the tariff rate has a positive and statistically significant effect on United States
GDP, and the effect of tariff rate (D) on the Chines GDP is negative and statistically significant. Likewise, tariff
rate(D) harms global GDP, thus if tariff rate (D) changes by 1%, the global GDP decreases by (0.005).

In conclusion, the increase in tariff rates has negative consequences on global GDP. The trade dispute be-
tween the U.S. and China is a long-term problem. However, given the strong complementarity of both econ-
omies, there is still a huge potential for trade and investment cooperation. Nonetheless, this trade war has
some advantages for other countries, for example: while both the U.S. and China are losing their comparative
advantage in the production of transport, electronics, and machinery, other countries are expanding their

production in these areas and benefit from this war

Abstract:

Colonialism is a practice of control, which contains the defeat of one person to another. One of the main
complications in defining colonialism is that it is difficult to separate it from colonialism. Nowadays these
two concepts are described as synonyms. Colonialism also includes political and economic control over
a dependent land. Over the past two centuries, many scholars have discussed colonial expansion. Some
historians have presented some theories about colonial causes which are still the most popular theories, The
purpose of this research is to examine the most significant reasons for colonialisms which are mentioned
by historians and contemporary researchers. This research consists of an Introduction, four sections and a
conclusion. In the first section economic factor of colonialism has been discussed. For instance, economic
terms; will focus on some theories which are mostly written by Marxist theorists. These theories discuss
having much funding in great countries and seeking investment and looking for raw material as well. While
the second section has studied the political and national factors of colonial expansions. This means political
and national causes have been discussed with particularly concentrating on the British Empire.The third
section investigated of cultural motivation of colonialism. Cultural terms have examined religious aims
which were driven by missionaries to spread Christianity. As well as, westernization goals other points will

be discussed about Europeans who attempted to impose their lifestyle on colonial people.
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Introduction

There are many causes of colonialism that historians have discussed. In this research, we will discuss four
main causes of colonial expansions. Economic theories which have been claimed by liberal writers such as
Hobson and Marxist scholars like Marx and Lenin is one of the essential points of colonialism. In addition,
cultural theories have been claimed by the most famous writer, Edward Said. In his book Imperialism and
Culture, he expressed his opinion regarding cultural motivation in colonial expansion. On the other hand,
contemporary historians have re-investigates previous theories and have developed different opinions. In all
previous and modern theories, there are different ideas about the most significant reasons for colonialism. This
mean historians are not agreeing with each other’s deciding on particular factors because this is the nature
of history in which a phenomenon does not occur for some specific reason. Therefore, when any investigator
emphasized one point as causing colonialism, it was then criticized by other writers and this debate continues
between them. This study evaluating the major important causes of colonialism and demonstrates some con-
siderable examples for each point, .as well as, some criticism has been made regarding the domination of par-

ticular points for colonial expansion provided by scholars. This research attempts to answer these questions:

What are the main causes of colonialism? Why empires invaded countries and nations? How empires occupied

lands in different places?

Section one: Economic Causes of Colonialism

Some scholars explained that economics was the only factor that drove colonial expansion. For example, J.A
Hobson concluded that when European countries had developed their industry, there was no place to invest
inside their countries. Therefore, they were obliged at looking for foreign countries. For instance, Britain,
France and Germany were compelled to export large parts of their economic resources overseas and push out-
side their political authority. Then they tried to expand their force to preserve these economicsl. Hobson’s idea
is one of the most significant sources of interpretation of colonialism. He stated that ‘finance is the governor
of the colonial engine. Moreover, his opinion was not like Marxist theorists but Hobson’s aim was the same as
Schumpeter which was to recognize colonialism with the conquest of backwards nations in Africa and Asia
and he never explained colonialism which accounted for the large flow of funds into gaining control of South
America2. How financiers could obtain their place of authority, and similar questions are to the literature of
colonialism. Hobson assumed that seeking further money was beneficial for investment. In addition, looking

at goods for new markets was rejected at home as the ‘economic taproot of colonialism’3.

Robinson and Gallagher rejected the significance of the economy in Britain’s foreign expansion since they

thought that, colonialism was an adequate political instrument for the operation of combining investment in

1 Stephen J. Lee Routledge, Aspects European history 1789-1980, (London, 1982).p.332.

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a new area. For instance, they thought that moving colonial expansion to Africa was not about the economy

but it aimed to be an advocate in India via the Cape and Suez.4

There are a few criticisms of Hobson’s ideas that could not be found it. Firstly, the size of Britain’s overseas
commerce was not satisfied in her colonies. There are also many legal factors to refuting Hobson’s thesis. It can
be seen that Britain was a magnificent exporter of funds at the heady time of the anti-colonialist settlements its
policy of regional connection was the expansion of the formal empire during the twenty years of the century
which was not relevant to the economy at home but was pushed by the governments condemnation which

was in the countries best interests5 .

One of the main scholars who argued that attempting free trade was one the major causes of colonialism is,
Ronald Robinson and John Gallagher debated that British expansion in the nineteenth century influenced in
old colonial ownership6.Free trade. According to Hilferding, the free trade age, demonstrated insignificance
to the British colonies although, the new stage of capitalism was extraordinary for a further active colonial
rule which was obvious amongst the progressive states. This new form of colonialism created serious pressures

between states, wishing the placement of armed forces to protect the territory from competitors7.

There were some obvious examples in European endeavours for free trade. When Britain was imposed to
Ottoman Empire after 1838, Egypt was a part of the Empire, the absorption of Egypt into Britain allowed a
commercial system created a magnificent growth in overseas commerce and investment from 1840. One effect
of the increase of European impacts was the sharp extension of the port. The French existence was one of the
largest and extensive, but the participation of Britain was the most substantial overseas commerce. for exam-
ple, just in 1880 80% of Egyptian exporters were involved and provided 44% of its imports8. In Bismarck’s
foreign rue there was extraordinary permanency of both the concept and methods of free trade commercial
extension. His purpose in this policy between 1862 and 1898 was to accept the financial load, as well as the

political and military liability of BismarcK’s overseas policies there is a remarkable continuity of both the ideas

and the methods of free-trade commercial expansionism9.

The extension of big states for the slave trade was another point in the economical causes. Eric William in

his book Capitalism and Slavery debated that Slavery was a crucial factor for the industrial revolution and

4 Robert Johnson, British Colonial ism, (New York, 2003).p.105.

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trade because he thought that free work was more effective than that of the enthralled10. At the end of the
eighteenth century, the British Empire was the largest exporter of slaves from West Africa and operated the

biggest most successful slave-worked plantation system in the world11 .

Farm in the colonies did not think about any substitute labour instead of slavery, therefore this system con-
tinued especially in Americal2. Farmers and their organizations thought that slaves could be an alternative
instrument for producing sugar. Therefore, those plantations depended on Negroes who came from the col-
onies in Africa. It can be seen that the population in west Indian farm colonies could not protect their slave
population in the eighteenth century because Barbados transferred 200,000 slaves from 1712-176813. As well
as, the benefit of slaves for colonial farms, there was another factor as to why transferring slaves had continued,
which was the rate of shipping and the number of seamen involved in commercial slavery. Although slave
commerce was a significant factor to the farms an affective system of economy, this commerce was also vital

to different industries in Britain and especially for merchants in America and Britain14.

There was some raw material that could not obtain in European states. As a result, the expansion of huge
western empires to gather more profit were extremely significant because of the ‘attraction of spices, sugar,
slaves, rubber cotton, opium, tin, gold and silver which over centuries amply testifies’15.Colonies were a sig-
nificant source of new materials like cotton and markets for manufactured goods and clothes. The colonizing
country could forbid competitors from trading with its colonies. This is called a trade monopoly also searching
for inorganic and other resources supplied for the colonizing country. Gold was highly valuable as a commod-

ity16.

In the nineteenth century, the British Empire developed a group trade. Therefore, settlements had to transmit
much of their products to Britain and buy manufactured goods. For instance, colonies sent wheat and timber
from Canada and Australia, and cotton, tea and wool from India. Those products could be found in British
markets also, for Britain India was one of the most important places for British manufactured goods because
between 1850 to 1870 20% of British imports were transferred to Britain17. In the same century, the nature and
motives for colonialism changed dramatically. As with the Industrial Revolution, Britain also led the way in
the late nineteenth century in a new wave of expansion (known as neo-colonialism) that would put European
civilization in control of 85% of the globe. The standard idea clarifying this phenomenon emphasized the rise
of Industrial Revolutions an essential for new resources and markets. Indeed, three unified causes motivated
Europeans to go overseas and almost defeat the world: rising economic rivalry as the industrial revolution

disseminates, inside political pressures produced by industrialization, and increasing international competi-

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tions. Therefore, Benjamin Disraeli, who was the British prime minister in the 1870s, motivated the opinion
of rehabilitated colonial expansion to preserve British foreign markets, resources and jobs, in addition, he was

increasing Britain’s power against other European colonists18.

It can be noticed that competition among European powers to control trade was another reason for the
extension. Britain had much worry about the massive authority of France especially from 1740, not only in
Europe but also in all parts of the world. This is because this Empire thought that the idea of competition
with France was related to national security19. East India Company in Asia was famous for its control of trade
because only its ships were allowed to sail the Cape of Good Hope and British habitations in Asia were under
its power20. Despite other powers, the British empire was hesitant about the safety of trade and attempted to
respond to the threats of France and its role in the Indian Ocean21. Commerce was not only motivating of
colonial enations was too new places but there was also an obvious competition between England and Spain.
In addition, their competition was not only for political trade control in the development of places of Empire

but also they attempted to control the East22.

The British East India Company, was the great colonial company to proceed during Britain’s expansion in
India because this company managed commerce in those cities which had a port. After that, it changed to
participate in managing Indian regions even after the decrease of the Mughal Empire it could decide about
domestic authority. This company extended its power for two different roles, commerce project and authority
organization under the control of the British government with the participation of military expansion. Also, it

had to supervise protecting commercial monopoly and managed tax collection23.

The economic competition was a basic factor for the contention between Germany and Great Britain and
before 1914 this was quite just with the sharp increase of international commerce. as well as the competition
across the globe24. In the middle of the nineteenth century, Britain understood that France and Russia could
potentially become its enemies. Therefore, it needed to resist extension in the near east area. Because it was
likely that they would threaten to travel to India25. In addition, expanding economics of Germany’s authority
and its foreign divergence and evidence of its attempt to collect enormous force strength with made power like
Britain. Therefore, Britain thought that they would be a great threat to be faced in the twentieth century was

an indicating that Britain might lose its industrial lead26.

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Furthermore, competition for invading strategic places was another considerable point between the Europe-
an Empires. One instance of this was building the maritime web by Britain. This kind of naval extension was
constructed to preserve trading and factories. For example, the expansion of British authority in India from
Calcutta, Bombay and Madras before 1820 was an example. The aim for that was securing trade hegemony for
two main purposes, firstly, to link with the maritime Empire of the Republic of Genoa in the Mediterranean

and secondly, to design better-organized commerce Empires of the ports27.

One of the main reasons which motivated colonial expansion was the lack of a comfortable life and econom-
ic crises in their home countries. Europeans had some economic problems at home such as; low wages and
levels of old commerce and unemployment which were also the main factors for emigration. This meant the
majority of migrants were not rich. For example, when people from Britain moved to America, New Zealand
and Australia they could have a good job and earn wages28. Moreover, there was considerable labour mobility
from Britain to the news world. From 1630 to 1780, %50-60 of ownership of lands in America and West India
by Britain people. P.64-65. Also, Scottish migrants from 1700 to 1760 went to America and participated in

trade, as Burmsted claims that the high price and unemployment were the fundamental reasons for moving29.

Overpopulation was another reason to leave their homes since having a huge population in some places did
not lead to changes in life and also causes overpopulation, therefore it was a pressure to extending neighbour-
hoods. Moreover, religious and ethnic persecution also contributes to migration in most parts of the world30.
In addition, the second stage in migration of the emigration process changed the political and economic
structure, as there was a type of personal migration which was called classic emigration, which consisted of
individuals and families whose economic factors influenced them to leave their regions. This type of emigrant
did not make new colonies but they mixed with other ethnic groups and societies, an obvious example of this

was in the American Chinatown31.

Adam Smith’s ideas were about the political domination of Britain which was a basic power to control the
trader system in the colonies and they kept that domination. He claimed that this hitherto been the principal,
or more properly perhaps, the sole purpose of dominion which Great Britain assumed for her colonies;32.PJ
Marshall in his book article: Military Extending: explained that Britain attempted to send soldiers to parts of
the world which contained maritime ships and forces to scare forces of weaker countries outside Europe33. It
is argued that the settlement of British societies in foreign countries and extending of British commerce and
investment...shows the domination of Britain and its impact on their countries. For example, China and Iran
were obliged to make A large waiver to British power34.

Section two: Political and national causes of Colonialism

The Political Informal Empire was another type of political control in colonial domination abroad. Ac-
cording to Robinson and Gallagher, the expansion of the informal Empire was a distinguishing characteristic
concerning Britain foreign policy after 1815, because they had a relationship concerning Britain’s necessity for
new markets and raw materials to provide the industrialization process. According to the idea, the informal
Empire chose formal authority since these types of the empire were cheap...whereas before 1870 the relation-
ship between the formal and informal empire was the method of economic evolution and in particular for

industrialization35.

Moreover, Empires tried preserving occupied areas that other European powers had ambitions to invade.
For example, in 1828 when Russia expanded its forces in central Asia and the Caucasus this became an im-
mediate impedance to British areas in India. Also, it could pose a great threaten to Britain’s domination in the
borders of northwestern India and posed a threat in the Middle East36. While European authorities had no
particular negative effect on British colonies in the nineteenth century, it was distributing thought the French
Empire aimed to control some parts of the colonies, although no European countries were active maritime

powers British Empire at sea37.

There is much debate about the role of nationality in colonial domination. Some scholars support the idea
that nationality was motivation but others disagree with this idea. The empire supported the concepts of
enormity the British Empire operated over the huge territory on the maps of Asia, Africa. Also, colonies saw,
national popularity. It can be seen that the weaker colony’s authority, was overpowered by the stronger. For
example, the zone of nations of Turkey was managed by the power of the European nations38. It can see that
the colonial extension after 1870 was competing with nationalism but in different ways which were called

newcolonialism39

On the other hand, it is said that there is no relationship between nationality and empire and they are differ-
ent from each other’s because nations have the same languages, culture, religion... but Empires had different
languages and people. For example, the British Empire contained a huge number of different people and
customs, Consequently, it cannot be said that the British Empire was emphasized for a particular nation as
it was a system of political domination of forces of British power either directly with the informal empire40.
Finally, a crucial example of a political and dominant nation of colonialism can be found in Egypt invasion by

Napoleon. When this French leader in his speech on July,2- 1798 in Alexendra city claimed_that they are the

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real Muslims to take Egyptian’s support against Mamluk41. This means Napoleon speech was a tactic of French

invasion and counts political and national colonial expansions.

Section Three: Cultural causes of Colonialism

There is a direct debate between scholars about the relationship between colonialism and culture. For exam-
ple, John Mackenzie argued that empire was formulized not only a substantial part of national identity and race
awareness but also affected by irrational, rural, urban and class conditions. It means British culture was shaped
by the colonial experiment. On the other hand, other exporters are doubtful for instance Bernard Porter be-
lieves that the Empire had no relationship with culture except in the late nineteenth century42. Edward Said
speeded his argument about how European culture could work ’politically, sociologically, military, ideologi-
cally, scientifically and imaginatively during the post Englishmen period’ This means that newly independent
countries when earning political separation, this was not a consequence of obtaining peoples minds43. Edward
Said demonstrated that colonizing does not come from a strange area but is ‘in heart European culture. He also
criticized the attitude demonstrated by those who colonized others which did not give chance for alternative
building for other people in Asia and Africa. In his recent book Culture and Colonialism, he attempted to re-
turn stability by confirming the complete separation of European people and discussed attempting to colonize
colonial people mental among them and to progress the comprehensive language of liberation44. According
to Edward Said, all Cultures wish to represent overseas cultures and to master or dominate them. He believes
that this characteristic is true for western culture which wants to study western knowledge or the performance

of the people who live outside European countries45.

Moreover, some Marxist scholars have supported Said’s idea about the relationship between the colonial
causes and the spread of dominating cultures. For instance, for these Marxists who had orthodox view co-
lonialism was the strongest force for cultural change which dominates the paths of cultural colonialism. The

importance and the culture of controlling power widen the expenditure of the domination46.

On the other hand, Said claimed that European orientalists had a great impact to transfer their culture to
colonial places. But this idea is not valid for all of them because German orientalist texts have seldom been ex-
plained in the contexts of the authority between Germany and the Middle East, north of Asia and West Africa.
In general, most of them described strange pieces of literature. Therefore; Edward Said’s idea of orientalism
which studied European customs representation of the orient in their ideological importance for being the
authority of these issues does not cover German texts47. According to Edward Said the invasion of Egypt by
Napoleon was a fundamental relation between Europe and Near east relations which made dominant western

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culture on eastern culture. Even he mentions that this phenomenon still exists nowadays48.

As well, this culture-westernization is one of the substantial factors in cultural colonialism. The Colonial
time was a significant step in the world process of westernization. Even in many parts of the world where the
process started before westernization, for example in Egypt, it began before colonization and continued after
obtaining independence from colonial power. There is much agreement about the mass media extension in
all parts of the world and western consumer supplies in the last twenty years have had a great role in cultural

changes49.

European people considered their principles and morals when they were disseminated to all parts of the
world by the colonialist system but could not impact everybody but the small number of people who were
native elites were influenced by British culture. For example, they sent their sons to Britain to educate them

and these young people changed to westerners because they learnt British culture50.

One considerable example of seeking information about the overseas culture and having an influence on them
was French culture. The Napoleonic period had a great impact on Egypt, and this factor was reflected in the
social structure and French knowledge. Also, there was a great institute in Paris that was promoted by Napo-
leon which had a considerable impact on the growing ‘archaeology, linguistics, historiography, orientalism and

experiment biology’ and many of them contributed to written the description of Egypt51.

It can be seen that; the European people imposed their culture on people from overseas. For instance, ‘Euro-
peans would force their agricultural methods on African people’ and in the process, ‘ruined the soil’ which was
better suited to the traditional. In addition, they thought of African school children’s poems about daffodils;,
but there were no daffodils in Africa52.

Religion aims to spread in the world which was another major point in colonialist motivation. Europeans
considered it was their responsibility to introduce Christianity among these people who had different religions
in other countries of the globe. To change people to Christianity both Roman Catholic and Protestant mission-
aries went to specific places. Moreover, missionaries presented the native people with ‘Western education and
medical care as they thought their system was better than the native traditional organization. These mission-

aries considered that they did Gods work to assist and civilize all parts of the world53.

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If cultural colonialism is defined as the active appearance overseas of a culture and is formed by the knowl-
edge of offensive extension and controlling features. Missionaries might imagine being ‘cultural colonialists’
and in any case served as advance agents, propagandists, or salespeople. In other words, cultural colonialism
is a method of establishing a connection between missionaries and Empires. But it is said that missionary was

more beneficial for politics send the economy rather than culture54.

Representations are one of the popular opinions that missionaries aided empires as an “advance guard”
because they organized trade and occupation. This concept continued until it was disproved by Stephen Neill
as Neill thought that, missionaries tried to westernize those people who changed religion to Christianity. It
is said that ‘when the whites first came, they had the bible and we had the land. After a while we found that
things changed around, now they have the land and we have the bible’55.Furthermore, the Anglican church
confirmed the joint obligations of monarchy and subjects and the worth of faith obligation and social system
in the colonies areas56. These examples above demonstrated how Missionaries had a considerable impact on

people in the colonies to convert them to Christianity.

There was a different style regarding how Missionaries contributed to spreading Christianity. Protestant
missionaries in the nineteenth century intervened to give ideological assistance for the new colonialism par-
ticularly, in Asia and Africa. The biblical knowledge “Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every
creature”57 was used by protestant men and women who went to other countries to change people’s view of
Christianity. Therefore, missionaries participated in medical jobs, teaching and building hospitals and in the
late nineteenth century, they contributed to voluntary work in different countries. Some missionaries felt the
challenge of whom they faced to convert to Christianity in different countries and cultures, and as a result,
they spent much time recording customs, history, and language and translating languages texts from other
languages. Then they attempted to convert them. As well as, giving fundamental information necessary for
occupation and they offered good communication to distant places at the centre of Empire. Their delegation
was a vital factor for the transmission of European industrial belongings. The missionary’s purposes united

with the political and economic aims of European and American nation powers58.

It can be seen that the first discussion about contributing missionaries in cultural colonialism belongs to the
middle of the nineteenth and mid the twentieth centuries which was the time of modern colonialism. This
means cultural colonialism was available when there was not directly ruled empires. But the idea of a great
relationship between missionaries and empires was not always true. Even Neill admitted that sometimes co-
lonial powers demolished missionary’s dreams to extend over the globe and especially in the late nineteenth
century59.

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Section four: Racial Causes of Colonialism

Racial and nationality purpose were the other most significant points in colonial expansion which was Rep-
resented by Social Darwinism theory. This idea formed the answer to the evolution theories of Charles Darwin
which were developed by Herbert Spencer and other scholars who used this ethnic idea on the fundamental
important skin, colour and other physical features like head size and shape to validate colonialism. According
to this opinion, power was divided into different races, human colour was measured and the expected result
of dominant of the white men. Then all Europeans adopted this knowledge, and it had a great impact around
the world60. Social Darwinism powered colonialism by creating colonialist nations which think that colonial
projects were ordinary activities and nations, customs aimed to eradicate weaker races in the world. When the
weaker nations were invaded by developed states they were brainwashed, believe that these occupations were
a consequence of nature. As Social Darwinism, claimed, only the most powerful live. Therefore, the colonialist
state would live. According to this attitude, the British military thought that their nations were the top nations

in the worldé61.

In both the nineteenth and twentieth century European nation’s power such as Great Britain, Germany,
France and Italy extended their authority worldwide with dominating military forces over undeveloped coun-
tries. They thought that it was their responsibility to dominate ethnics to civilize and Christianize them. This
idea was utilized by Europeans to validate their intervention, the ‘White Man’s burden” was a fundamental of
the opinion of social Darwinism which says “only strong survive” In addition, colonialism was affected by rac-
ism because of the difference between black and yellow races from the second half of the nineteenth century,
Of course, was this an excuse, British authority which contributed British supremacy. In addition, the British
Empire benefited from racial differences between people, customs, cultures and ideas. Moreover, some schol-
ars claimed that colonialism was the fate of the Anglo-Saxon race. In 1877 Cecil Rhodes, attitude about the
rights of extending the Anglo-Saxon ethnic was ‘we are the finest race in the world and the more of the world

we live the better it is for the Human race’ (common in-state)62.

From the European view, many ideas demonstrate east was a collapsed and undeveloped location. Those
opinions belong to European scholars that are based on biological bases of racial Inequality. Therefore, in the
late nineteenth century, Imperialism concentrates on the manifest of developed and undeveloped races63.
This means Said pointed out that even those who were involved with Orientalism were racist, imperialist, and
almost completely Ethnocentric towards the orient64. As a result, orientalists made a difference feeling among

European regarding the East that led to racism.

2-Economic reasons of colonial expansions which historians have examined had more effect than other fac-

tors as this factor had roled particularly in occupying the third world countries,

3-There was a cultural motivation to spread Christianity and westernize people from overseas were other fac-

tors of colonial expansions that Edward Said discussed deeply more than any other schoolers.

4- Darwinism theory can not be ignored in shaping the European brian to believe that, they were the best
and most civilized nation in the world. Therfore, this factor existed not only among ordinary people but also

among politicians and educated people in Europe during the colonial expansion.

5-It can be said that it is difficult to judge which specific factor drove European expansion because all factors
together contributed to the colonial aims. As a result, the researchers believe that all factors had an essential

role in colonial expansions.

6- According to the famous scholar Edward Said, imperialism and racism were essential pehmoumeun among

orientalists. This means in general Orientalism served imperialism.

B- The name of the researcher or researchers (scientific department, college, university, country and electronic
address) should be written in size (?) Under the main title (after leaving a 1 cm space) on the right side for

article in Arabic, and on the left side for article in English.

C- Unikurd Goran and Unikurd Jino are used for article in the Kurdish and Persian languages, for headings

and subheadings.

D- For Arabic-language article, the font (Ali-A-Alwand) is used for the body, and the line (Ali-A-Samik) for

the main and subheadings.

E- For article and abstracts in English, the font (Times New Roman) for the body, size (16 bold) for the main

title, size (14) for the subheadings, volume (12) for the body, and volume (10) for the sources and margins.
